By automobile:  The Inn is  approximately 4 miles south of downtown Gettysburg on Bus US 15.  Exit from the US Route 15 by-pass at Steinwehr Avenue and travel north (towards Gettysburg) for 2 miles.

From Harrisburg (PA) Airport: 15 South to Steinwehr Avenue Exit. Turn right off ramp onto business 15 North, 3 miles on the right. (50 minute drive)

From Baltimore’s BWI Airport: 695 to 795 to I40 West to 15 North. Take Steinwehr Avenue Exit. Turn left off ramp onto business 15 north about 3 miles on the right. (90 minute drive)

GUIDE FOR ORAL PRESENTATIONS AND ABSTRACT PREPARATION

 Please read carefully

Oral presentations should be 12 minutes allowing another 3 minutes for questions.   Moderators will stop any speaker that goes beyond the allotted time.  This is a courtesy that must be extended to other speakers and to the audience.  Presentations should be made for 2x2 photographic slides or Power Point Projection.   For legibility, ensure that all slides utilize font sizes of 24 pitch or greater. Should you wish to use Power Point Projection, a copy of your talk must be sent to Rocco Cipriano on CD or zip diskette before 31 March 2003.  Individual Power Point presentations will be burned onto a master CD to expedite  transitions between talks.  Power Point presentations will not be accepted if they are not submitted in this manner.  

Directions for preparation of abstracts are as follows:

1. Limit  abstract to a single side of an 8.5"x11" page keeping margins within 1.5" on all sides.

2. Type the abstract in Microsoft Word using a 12 pitch Times New Roman font.

3. Capitalize the first letter of every word in the title.

4. Denote genus and species with italic script.

5. Provide a double-blank space between the title and authors (use first name, middle initial, and last name); provide a single-blank space between the authors and their affiliations and a double-blank space between affiliations and the main body of the abstract.  Affiliations should include complete mailing addresses but should neither contain email addresses nor phone numbers. 

6. Underline the name of the author who will give the oral presentation (even if that individual is the sole author) and use numeric superscripts (following the name) to denote affiliations.

7. E-mail your abstract to rocco_cipriano@usgs.gov or send it via postal delivery on a 3.5" diskette.   to: Dr. Rocco C. Cipriano, NFHRL, 11700 Leetown Road, Kearneysville, WV 25430, before 31 March 2003.
